Directions Governing Off-Campus Competition Rewards for THU Students
Approved by the Teaching and Learning Development Committee meeting on Apr. 18, 2017;

Revised and Approved by the Teaching and Learning Development Committee meeting

 on Oct. 16, 2018.
Article I. In order to encourage students to take part in off-campus competitions, exhibit the professional learning effects, and win glory for the school, Tunghai University hereby enacts “Directions Governing Off-campus Competition Rewards for THU Students” (hereinafter referred to as the Directions).  
Article II. For students that partake in international or national off-campus competitions in the name of the University, but not including sports competitions, club competitions, student seminar academic theses and the publications in periodicals: 
1. International competitions: The host shall be an academic competition authorized by an overseas or international organization, with more than three countries participating (not including China, Hong Kong, and Macao), and more than 50 teams or more than 100 entries.  

2. National competitions: An externally open national competition with more than three countries or cities participating, and more than 10 teams or more than 50 entries.

The Teaching and Learning Development Committee shall make a judgment if there is any doubt regarding the off-campus competition item(s) of the previous section.  
Article III. Applicant: Limited to the current students of THU when signing up for the competition. Do not include those of the on-the-job training program.  
Article IV: Application Conditions and Rewarding Principles: 

1. The students shall attain the outstanding performance of first three places in off-campus competitions; it shall be reviewed separately if the prize or award that a student won does not have a corresponding place in the competition, or the prize or award belongs to a special honor.  

2. The rewarding principles: 

1) International competition grants: The first place: NTD 10,000; the second place: NTD 8,000; the third place: NTD 6,000.  

National competition grants: The first place: NTD4,000; the second place: NTD 3,000; the third place: NTD 2,000.

2) For an international competition with less than three countries participating, the rewarding principles shall follow the precedent of a national competition.  

3. The number of people being rewarded and the amount of grants shall be appropriated by the University from the flexible wages of the annual budget to cope with the demand of the funds; when running out of the expenses, the application shall be postponed to the next academic year to be reviewed again.  

4. If the same work participates in different competitions in the same semester, the teacher shall choose only one from them to apply for the reward.  If the same work partakes in competition(s) in the next semester, please submit “THU Off-Campus Competition Rewarding Works Amendment Contrast Table” to be reviewed separately.  

5. The allotment of rewards for cooperation teams shall be average allotment or mutual agreement on the allotment.  
Article V. The Application and Review Procedures:

2. The applicant shall attach the application form and the supporting data to apply to Center of Teaching and Learning, Office of Academic Affairs.  

3. The review shall be made in November and May of every academic year.  
Article VI. The prize or award-winning teachers and students shall provide the prize or award-winning information of the competition(s) to release the campus news, and take part in the school activities such as the accomplishment presentation.  
Article VII. If the off-campus competition achievements applied by the applicant for reward involves in the forgery, plagiarism, or infringing any intellectual property rights of others, and if there are any circumstances of misconduct such as re-apply, the rewards shall be retrieved, and the applicant shall be disciplined according to the school rules.  
Article VIII. The Regulations are announced and put into effect after being approved by the Teaching and Learning Development Committee meeting.
